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CLEARLAKE KEYS SUBDIVISION
AN ENCAPSULATED HISTORY OF OUR CC&Rs

Codes, Covenants, and Restrictions (CC&Rs) are common documents that govern pianned developments like the
Keys

Prior to 2006, the Keys subdivision was divided into 7 units, each with it's own CC&Rs. The then voluntary Property
Owners Association was created in 1989 to battle problems in the subdivision. At the time those problems mainly
consisted of algae and debris (and later on, weeds) in the channels. Because contributions were voluntary, POA
income varied, and all too much time was spent by the volunteers of the POA simply raising cash to do what needed to
be done. At best, only stightly more than 50% of alt the property owners were contributing to something that benefited
all.

Over the years, far more serious problems have begun to show up. The mast serious at this time is the shallowing of
the channels that has been brought about by years of soil erosion and runoff. Today there are areas of the Keys that
are useless 1o water recreation and become almost a swamp in late summer. To do something about this is such a
sizable project that a strictly voluntary organization cannot do it. The biggest obstacie is the lack of a stable income.
Not having thi kilk ility to solicit est for for grants, or loans.

Several options were investigated to obtain a stable money base: A special tax district, declaring our channels a “small
craft harbor”, and combining our CC&Rs. Each option had its advantages and dis-advantages, and all would result in
some form of mandatory tax or assessment. The first two seemed to be the easiest fo implement, but had many
disturbing dis-advantages, which can probably be summed up as allowing 100 much government intrusion into our
subdivision {to fully explain this would take pages). Combining the CC&Rs and embracing the PCA seemed to be the
best long term alternative since all monies realized would be re-invested in our neighborhood without any doubt, and
the neighborhood's affairs (within law, of course) would be governed by it's property owners. it was also the most
difficult.

In 2005 and the winter and spring of 2006, countless hours of work went into research and development of a common
set of CC&Rs to meet the various objectives and concems of the property owners. Among those were achievement of
the stable meney base (which at the same time included a mechanism that would prevent assessments from ever
becoming oppressive, or runaway), minimizing POA "Gestapo-ism’, and even incorporating a mechanism to
accommodate those who cannot pay any assessments at all {This mechanism consists of the POA placing a lien on
the property, which wil allow the POA, at the latest, to recover it's money (along with expenses) when the property is
sold, and stili atiow the property owner to “defer” payment, should they choose).

In the summer and fakl of 2006, saven elections were held (one for each unit of the sub-division) to accept a set of
CC&Rs common to all seven units. A majority of ALL property owners (not just ballots received) in each unit approved
the measure (this includes the fact that the election committee knew that there were some property owners that simply
could not be reached because even the county had no way to do it. In the election, these property owners were
recorded as a “NO’ vote). In the faki, the election results were presented to the Superior Court in Lake County, which
then paved the way to recording the CC&Rs as an official document.

in late fall, the POA conducted another election for it's By-Laws, which were revised to align with the CC&Rs. This
measure was aiso approved. In all, these elections cost the POA the better part of $30,000.00!

In 2007, even theugh it had to bear the cost of the elections, the POA was able to accomplish a fot of the groundwork
that will pave the way lo “channei restoration”, as well as continue the operations to which property owners have grown
accustomed, such as canal maintenance, neighborhood watch, and interface with county officials. Read the POA's
newsietter (issbied quarterly) to leam more.
